Vivid strips of stucco decorate both sidewalls and along the roof ridge. The finely carved eaves under the roof edge are typical of a quality house in the New Territories. There are eight compartments around the central courtyard. The two compartments on either side of the entrance once provided accommodation for travelling merchants and visitors to Tai Po. <br>This traditional temple was declared a historical monument in 1984.
